Why ask for Spiritual Sponsorship?

¢ Asking for spiritual sponsorship is a fantastic way to evangelize and share the good
news about your advocacy for life

¢ The spiritual sponsorship program helps to increase the spiritual depth of
your pilgrimage

¢ Your participation can encourage others to offer up small penances and prayers for
the unborn and the defense of all life from conception to natural death

¢ Sponsors can be a support system for you and other pilgrims

¢ Itis good to have people accompanying you with prayer

Directions for Participating in the Spiritual Sponsorship Program

1. Choose a family, friend, or neighbor who can pray for you. Think especially of people
who cannot travel to Washington, D.C., have a passion for pro-life issues, or are people
you admire for their faith.

2. Ask them to be your spiritual sponsor in person, with a letter, or with an email. Ask if they

have any intentions you can pray for on the pilgrimage.

3. Choose a specific intention naming why you are attending the March for Life and share
this with your spiritual sponsor.

4. Remind your spiritual sponsor before you leave that you are going on pilgrimage and will

be praying for their intentions and remind them to pray for you.

5. Thank them for their prayers when you return and tell them about your pilgrimage experience.
You may consider addressing the following statements:
