In an asynchronous session, it's essential to be able to do

a quick check to see which students have accessed the
session. The Student Roster button displays how many
students are currently live in the session and how many total
have accessed the session. Clicking the button opens the
Classroom Roster window. The Classroom Roster displays
names of those who have accessed the session. Students’
names are displayed based on the Google or Microsoft
Account they logged into the session with.

Once an asynchronous session is started, it is not necessary for teachers to leave the session
window open. Instructors can exit the presentation without closing the session and students can
still access the session. When teachers are ready to close the session to students, they can end
it. When a session is ended, students can no longer access the interactive session. That is why
when running an asynchronous session, teachers should clearly communicate to students when
they will close the session so students have ample time to complete it. There are a three ways

teachers can leave or end sessions.
