One of the eight elevators carries visitors to The
Procession Level (+100'-0" above ground) where a
helical ramp ascends to The Sky View Level. Curling
through the inside of the dome visitors encounter four
portals peeking out over the landscape below.

Here it is! A global attraction with panoramic views
from 126’-6" above ground with a 47°-0" wide oculus
overhead. A central void extends from the Belvedere
up through the oculus, allowing light and air to
continuously move through the space.
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THE UNDER DOME LEVEL
The Under Dome houses the Sky View ticketing, gift
shop & museum, cafe, public restrooms, storage,
and facilities management. The gift shop and museum
are cultural, communal, and educational spaces while
the cafe is a great place for a first date bite before
sunset or a daytime snack with the kids. Elevators to
the Procession Level are accessed here.

BELVEDERE LEVEL

The Belvedere is 30'-0" above ground with views
across the landscape. It is a idyllic spot for a first
Kiss, selfies, or wedding photos! Surrounding the
dome is a new landscape punctuated by The Hill that
leads up to The Belvedere. The Hill is ideal for eating,
playing, or people-watching as it pulls the landscape
up into the dome.

This procession heightens anticipation while
creating alﬂﬂgi,;y space below The Sky View where the elevator lift houses are contained. On The Sky View level
panoramic views abound while a 47'-0” diameter oculus frames the sky. With mountain, park, sky, and city
views irhfnersing the 150°-0" diameter volume, this is an iconic, inspiring, memorable space for all.
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
